Agreement of Cooperation between
the University Austral of Chile, Faculty of Forest Sciences
and the
Albert-Ludwigs-University Freiburg, Faculty of Forest Sciences,
Germany

The University Austral of Chile, represented by Rector Prof. Dr. Manfred Max-Neef
and the Dean of the Faculty of Forest Sciences Prof. Andrés lroumé A., and the
Albert-Ludwigs-University Freiburg, Germany, represented by Rector Prof. Dr. Dr h.c.
Wolfgang Jaeger and the Dean of the Faculty of Forest Sciences Prof. Dr. Dr. h.c.
Gero Becker, agree to encourage closer ties in education and research and establish
cooperative programs of exchange and collaboration in areas of mutual interest and
benefit to both institutions.

This agreement will serve as a general framework for co-operation between both
" institutions and is intended to facilitate the preparation of specific programs of

collaboration.
FIRST: AIMS OF THE AGREEMENT

The main aim of this agreement is the co-operation between both institutions in
education and research in forest sciences. To satisfy this aim the two institutions

agree:

a) To co-operate in their graduate and postgraduate programs, including the
support of theses;

b) To co-operate in research projects and programs:

c) To establish programs to exchange graduate and postgraduate students and
members of their academic staff,

d) To establish programs fo enable qualified students and personnel to pursue

studies in each other's institutions;

To identify other areas of possible interest and coliaboration.




SECOND: REPRESENTATIVES OR COORDINATORS

Each institution will designate a person to oversee and facilitate the implementation
of this agreement in co-operation with other appropriate administrators and academic
representatives. The designated representatives of the two institutions shall prepare
an annual report documenting the activities undertaken and the impact of these
activities, for transmittal to the heads of both institutions and to others, as
appropriate.

THIRD: FUNDING

The scope of activities under this agreement shall be determined by the funds
available at both institutions and by other financial assistance that may be obtained
by the institutions, individually or together, from internal or external sources.

The terms of mutual assistance and necessary budget for each program and activity
shall be mutually discussed and agreed upon in writing by the Deans of both
Faculties prior to the initiation of any particutar activity or program.

FOURTH: REVISION AND MODIFICATION OF THIS AGREEMENT

At request of one of the institutions, parts and contents of the agreement shali be
considered and modified under mutual agreement if necessary.

FIFTH: DURATION OF THE AGREEMENT

After approval by each institution, this agreement will remain in force for a period of
four years. After the initial four-year-period, this agreement will be renewed by mutual
consent. One of the institutions may terminate this agreement by notifying the other
at least six months in advance.




SIXTH: ENTERING INTO VALIDITY

The agreement has to be signed by the representatives of both Universities and
Faculties of Forest Sciences mentioned above in the introductory part. One day after
the signature the agreement enters into validity replacing any other former co-
operative agreement between the two Faculties of Forest Sciences.

Six copies of this agreement are signed, three for each institution.
